| am also taking this opportunity to review our emergency evacuation procedure. When the fire
alarm sounds, it is imperative that all residents of Westminster Terrace evacuate their apartment and go to
the stairwells on either end of your hall. Once there, please remain until someone in authority comes to you
and states that the “All Clear” has been sounded. Once this person has informed you of the “All Clear,” you
may return to your apartment. Even if it is hard to hear the announcements overhead, the two basic rules
are: 1. evacuate to the stairwell; 2. wait until someone in a position of authority gives you the “All Clear”
to return.

If you are in the dining room when the alarm sounds, please stay seated and remain in the dining
room. If you are in the chapel during the alarm, please use the doors in the back to evacuate to the dining
room and remain there until the “All Clear” has been given to you.

If you are outside the building when the alarm sounds, please remain outside — do not enter the
building. Again, someone will come to you to let you know the “All Clear” has been sounded and it is safe to
re-enter the building.

Please know that these precautions are put into place for your safety in the event of an emer-
gency. We want everyone to be as safe as possible if an unexpected event occurs. If you have any questions,
please come and see me — | am always happy to talk to you!

A Presbytery is a regional body made up of churches usually in close geographic location to
one another. The churches meet together to do ministry and mission within that geographic
region. The Presbytery of Mid-Kentucky is bordered by the Ohio River to the North and ex-
tends almost to the Tennessee border. It is made up of fifty-three churches. All ministers are
members of the Presbytery and each church sends elders to the meetings of Presbytery. Here
is a review of some of the ministry that this Presbytery accomplished in 2009.

* Completed the Joining Hearts and Hands Campaign. This campaign funded four new min-
istries: New Church Development (Mt. Washington area); African-American youth and
young adult ministry (led by Gloria Moorman); Hispanic / Latino Ministry (led by the Rev.
Tony Aja), and a mission overseas.

Chartered the Louisville Taiwanese Presbyterian Church.
Assisted seven congregations in calling new ministers to their churches.

* Held two major educational events: PARTI (September) and Leader Development Day
(February).

* Continued to support financially and hands-on the rebuilding of Gautier, Mississippi, a
community effected by Hurricane Katrina.

* Contributed $34,650 to Camp Cedar Ridge which helped to provide the resources needed
to serve over 22,000 adults and children.

* Contributed $18,750 to the Presbyterian Community Center, located in the Smoketown
area of Louisville.

Supported 20 inquirers and candidates for ministry with guidance, counsel, prayer, and
scholarship money for seminary expenses.

The Presbytery of Mientucky thanks the churches and their members who made these min-
istries and many others possible through their generous giving.
